Not enough? 

1. Turn right on Abteigarten to the Benediktusmarkt. 
2. You can go to the Klause (hermitage) on top of a hill near by the abbey: 

Leave the abbey by the old gate, pass the tree lined avenue, follow the Klauser Straße and you will 
arrive a chesnut avenue on your left. At his end you will find a chapel and a beautiful place for a 
picnic. 

3. The Vennbahnweg goes to Monschau (26 km), and to Belgium (Raeren).
